Step 2:Remove the front muffler extension pipe

2X 4.0" CLAMPS from the turbo downpipe near the transmission and

extract it from the OEM rubber insulators. Depending
on the year of your vehicle this connection will either be
a bolted flange or a slip fit with a clamp, Do not discard

MID-PIPE ;
the OEM fasteners or clamp, as they will be re-used
with your new system.

Step 32 The year of your vehicle will determine
which front extension pipe you will use. 01-05 uses the
Flanged Front Extension Pipe and 06-07 will use the
slip fit version. Install your new Front Extension Pipe
by mounting it in the OEM rubber insulator and
attaching it to the downpipe with the OEM
Fasteners/clamp. Working rearwards, install the

MUFELER mid-pipe by fitting the welded hanger into the OEM
rubber insulator and by fastening it to the Front
4.0" HANGER Extension Pipe using one of the supplied 4" clamps.
CLAMP Install the Muffler, Tailpipe Extension, and Tailpipe in a

similar fashion using the supplied clamps as shown. The
hanger clamp is to be used to fasten the Muftler to the
Tailpipe Extension. Adjust the system for overall
aesthetics and clearance of the frame & bodywork.
TAILPIPE (MAGNAFLOW recommends at least 1/2" of clearance
/_ between the exhaust tip and any body panels to avoid
heat related bodywork damage or fire.)

Step 4: Once a final position has been chosen for
the new system, evenly tighten all fasteners from front
to rear. The supplied band clamps must be VERY tight
to properly align the pipes and prevent leaks
(Approximately 40ft-1bs).
